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IRON BELT SET FROM THE BURIALS OF THE PLOTNIKOVO BURIAL
GROUND (RODANOVO CULTURE, PERM REGION)

The aim of the research is a comprehensive analysis of the objects of the iron belt set
from the Plotnikovo burial ground. The burial ground is located near Kudymkar, Perm region
and belongs to the 13"—15" centuries AD. Methods of studying the chemical composition
of metals (XRF and SEM analysis) archacometallographic and tracological, were used to
conduct the analysis. The objects from burials Ne 3, 118, 180 were material for the study.
These burials belonged to adult men. As a result, the authors found out that the elements
of the belt set were made of raw steel with good forging quality. The rings and frames of
the buckle were made of a rounded or square rod. Raw steel was a billet for the main parts
of the linings. The conceived forms of the linings or their main parts were knocked out of
the plates with a chisel. The tinning process was carried out after the manufacturing of the
main parts of the products. Then there was an additional decoration of the products with the
help of incrustation. The fastening of the linings to the leather base of the belt was carried
out with the help of pins. These finds were the first and only iron products with tinning
and incrustation that were found in the materials of medieval sites of the Perm Pre-Urals.
Analogies to them can be found in the materials of Laishevo and Semenovka villages located
in the basin of the Lower Kama River.

COMPREHENSIVE STUDY OF NATURAL SCIENCE METHODS AND
CONSERVATION OF A HANDBAG
FROM KRASNOGORSKIY BURIAL GROUND

The article presents the results of a multidisciplinary study of a unique artifact from burial
8 of the Krasnogorskiy ancient Mari burial ground of the X century — a leather purse/handbag
with a metal plate on the cover. Handbags of this type are known in the Carpathian Basin,
Eastern European region and even found on some Scandinavian burial grounds. Not only
the metal plate has been preserved, but also large fragments of organic materials forming
the details of the handbag, which allows us to restore the full appearance of the item. A
comprehensive study of the handbag made it possible to make a complete reconstruction.
At present, this is the only reconstruction of purses /handbags of the sabretache type from
medieval burial grounds, made on the basis of analyses of organic and metal parts of the
handbag obtained by specialists of various fields. The conservation of the object was carried
out by applying the comprehensive study. A specialized study of the materials used in the
manufacturing of the handbag allows to reveal a certain similarity with Hungarian handbags,
but does not give reason to consider the handbag from the Krasnogorskiy burial ground as a
complete copy of them. This article is the first experience of a comprehensive study of items
of this type at the international level (Mari Research Institute of Language, Literature and
History named after V.M. Vasilyev, Institute of Archacology named after A.H. Khalikov,
P4azmany Péter Catholic University). The results of the study are preliminary.

The authors consider the easternmost finds of toreutics of the "Hungarian style" from
the archaeological sites of the Yudino culture of the forest Trans-Urals.

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materials showed that these products appeared in the Trans-Urals after the ancient Hungarians
had migrated to the territory of the Carpathian basin. The "Magyar" group of items occured
in the closed complexes of the Trans-Urals together with the imported items from the Upper
Irtysh River region, Altai, the Upper Kama River region and the Southern Urals. Therefore,
the authors assumed that the products of the "Hungarian style" got in the Trans-Urals at the
end of the 9"—10™ centuries as a result of trade relations. Most likely, the transfer of imports
was not carried out directly from the Carpathian groups to the Trans-Urals, but through the
mediation of the Eastern European population.

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BURIAL RITE OF THE SHCHUKINO BURIAL GROUND
OF THE LOMOVATOVO ARCHAEOLOGICAL CULTURE

The Shchukino burial ground is located 300 m west of the village of Shchukino,
Afanasyevsky district, Kirov region, on a small cape 14 m high on the right bank of the river.
Kama. The site was discovered and studied by V.A. Kananin in 1977. A total of 82 burials
were studied. The Shchukino burial ground is of interest due to the variety of types of burial
rites. At the site, the burials were made according to the rite of cremation and inhumation.
There are grave pits without structural features and there are pits with niches, shoulders and
ledges. Shoulders and ledges are recorded in burials of the 9" century. In some of them,
fragments of wooden flooring have been preserved; probably, the buried person was laid on
the floor and covered with earth from above. Based on the analysis of grave goods, the author
of the article singled out 5 chronological groups. The presence on the monument of two
burials of the 6™ century was refuted. Early materials are represented only by belt buckles.
The dating of the burial ground should be narrowed down and the time of its functioning of
the 7" -9 centuries should be indicated. Late burials survived in the greatest number (the
monument was destroyed by natural factors). The author of the article made an assumption
that two different cultural traditions existed in the region at the same time based on the
clarification of the dating of the monument and the allocation of chronological groups. The
burial rite of the Shchukino burial ground is similar to the rite at Averiny II, Agafonova I and
II. The burial rite of the Shchukino burial ground differs in a number of ways (the design
of the pits, the method of burial, filling the layer of pits, etc.) from the synchronous burial
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grounds of the Upper Kama region — Pleso, Demenkovsky, Kaneva, Urya.

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TRADE CONTACTS OF VOLGA BOLGARIA WITH THE MORDVINS
IN THE 10™ — BEGINNING OF THE 15™ CENTURY

The author publishes the results of studies of trade contacts between the Volga Bolgars
and Mordvins in the 10" — early 15" centuries. First of all, coin hoards are investigated,
the number of coins found in burial grounds, as well as household items and inscriptions
indicating the presence of trade contacts between the Bulgars, Tatars and Mordvins are
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analyzed. The findings of metal boilers and kettles among the Finno-Ugric peoples, primarily
the Mordvins, who performed a sacred function, and their place in trade are analyzed. In
addition, some data from written monuments are given, for example, "Tale of Bygone Years".
Based on these sources, a comprehensive analysis of the changes in trade contacts between
the Bulgars and Mordvins during the times of Volga Bolgaria and the Golden Horde is carried
out, data on their evolution, an increase in trade volumes and the reasons that led to this are
given, a general description of the processes is given.

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EARLY MEDIEVAL MEMORIAL ENCLOSURES
IN SEMIRECHYE: NEW DATA

This article for the first time reproduces and comprehensively interprets the data of
excavated memorial enclosures of the early Middle Ages on the territory of Semirechye —
southeastern part of Kazakhstan. Two memorial complexes of Karakystak 18 and Ulken
Kakpak essentially complement the corpus of similar excavated monuments of Semirechye.
The analysis of both constructive features of the memorial monuments and accompanying
inventory is undertaken. Finds of ceramic fragments from three different vessels near
the enclosure No. 2 of Ulken Kakpak may indicate intentional damage of vessels after
the memorial ritual in honor of the deceased. Using the comparative study with similar
archaeological objects from the territory of Sayan-Altai and Mongolia we assume the dating
of these memorial enclosures in Semirechye in 8"—10" centuries. The authors concluded
that the memorial enclosures on the territory of Semirechye have a much smaller variety of
constructive features than similar objects in South Siberia and Central Asia. The memorial
complexes in Karakystak and Ulken Kakpak could have been created both by the Turks of
the "ten arrow’s" Western Turkic Qaghanate and more probably by the Turgesh or Karluks.

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EARLY TURKIC ENCLOSURES OF THE AK-DAG COMPLEX
N.N. Seregin, K.M. Mongush

The article presents the publication and diverse interpretation of materials from the
excavations of the enclosures of the Ak-Dag complex, located in the Erzin district of the Tuva
Republic. The objects under study were investigated by the archaeological expedition under
the leadership of M.Kh. Mannay-ool in 1961. Despite the importance of the information
obtained during the excavations, these data were not published and were not used in the
development of well-known concepts of the history of the region. The article provides a
detailed description of the studied enclosures, as well as an analysis of the fixed features
of structures, elements of ritual practice and inventory items. It has been established that
the dating of objects can be determined by the framework of the second half of the 5% —
6™ centuries AD with the possibility of narrowing the chronology, taking into account the
known historical context, to the middle — the second half of the 6™ century AD. The Ak-Dag
enclosures, as well as other, so far a very few complexes of Tuva of this period, testify to the
emergence in this region of a new population group, close in tradition to the Altai nomads.
There is every reason to assert that these processes are associated with the military campaigns
of the Turks, which led to the creation of the First Khaganate.

The authors publish the materials related to three unknown before toreutic products
produced in the 11th century. Production technology, shapes and ornamentation of pitchers,
as well as their labeling, were improved on the stage of production of elite jars from bronze.
These jars were found on the hillforts of Taraz and Kysmyshi during archaeological research
as well as accidental finding of jar on the Talgar hillfort. Their ornithomorphic forms, brought
to the perfection of stylization, artistic formation, characterize pitchers. In the bibliographic
review of the study of such pitchers, which has been updated few times by J. Ilyasov, no
attention is paid to Kazakhstani materials. Now that gap is filling. Three published jugs were

well known and localized along the stretch of the Great Silk Road between Eastern Iran and
Western China: all Central Asian countries, as well as Northern Afghanistan and Xinjiang.
The analysis of the materials of the micro-material of two pitchers can tell about the place of
production of pitchers, given in the appendix.

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HAMMAM FROM KHANKURGAN

The authors publish the results of architectural and archaeological research of the medieval
bath house carried out on the territory of the settlement Khankurgan in 2015-2016. During
the excavations, six rooms were unearthed, two of which were built of burned bricks and
turned out to be “steam rooms” with an underfloor heating system, the remaining four were
frame rooms — “washing rooms”. All rooms are covered with waterproof mortar and plaster.
Their original layer was decorated with red-brown drawings, carved stucco and moldings.
The plaster has been updated more than twenty times in the course of multiple repairs. Two
major reconstructions of the bathhouse were recorded, which did not affect the "hot" rooms,
due to which their original layout was preserved. The stages of restructuring and repair work
for the entire period of operation of the hammam are determined. The Khankurgan bath
house is well preserved and is a unique example of medieval architecture of the Samanid
era, it belongs to rather early examples of such structures that arose at the middle of the 9™
century. Functioning until the middle of the 11" century, it gives us a represent of the features
of the architectural and construction techniques used in the building of the baths of the pre-

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Mongolian era in Kazakhstan. Hammam Khankurgan, being a vivid example of the medieval
architecture, allows to determine the time of the emergence of this culture in the Ispidzhab
historical and cultural region, clarifying its planning, constructive and shaping principles,
reflecting in general the cultural and economic connection of the region with the Muslim
world.

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MAUSOLEUMS IN THE MEDIEVAL CITY OF SYGANAK'

The city of Syganak was recognized as one of the major political centers in the middle
reaches of Syrdarya in the 11" and 16" centuries. The city was one of the main centers of the
Kypchak Khanate, the White Horde, the Abulkhair Khanate and the Kazakh Khanate. For
this reason, the rulers of the above-mentioned khanates, famous personalities were buried
near the city. The huge mausoleums were built for demand the city became one of the sa-
cred and spiritual centers. The mausoleum — a monument of architecture, built on a grave or
cemetery. The mausoleums were considered as the afterlife home of the deceased. According
to the constructions of the mausoleum it is possible to determine the social level of people,
buried in the mausoleum or to which class they belong. The identified burial grounds and the
found objects allow to determine the status, level of social development, worldview, lifestyle,
traditions, religious beliefs, funeral rite and social relations of ancient people. The authors
set the goal to study, analyze and introduce into scientific discourse the mausoleums Ne6 and
Ne7, discovered during archaeological excavations in the medieval city of Syganak in 2022.
In addition, the authors consider it is important to determine the history of the creation and
development of mausoleums. Basing on the results of archaeological research, conducted
in the city of Syganak in 2022, the absolute chronology of the mausoleums was determined
using the analysis C14, similarities and differences with the same type of mausoleums in
neighboring regions were discussed, scientific observations were carried out.

Introduction
The medieval city of Syganak

reaches of Syrdarya, where the khans
and sultans who ruled the region in the

is located 2 km west of the village
of Sunakata, Zhanakorgan district,
Kyzylorda region, on the right side
of the highway Turkestan—Kyzylorda
(Murgabayev et al., 2022, p. 206). The
city of Syganak, recognized as one of the
major medieval centers on the Great Silk
Road, was one of the important cities
of the middle Syrdarya region, where
culture and economy, crafts and trade,
agriculture and animal husbandry were
developed simultaneously. The city was
the center of the Kypchak Khanate in
the 11" —13™ centuries: White Horde in
the 14™ — 15" centuries, the Abulhhair
Khanate in the middle of the 15™ century,
the capital of the Kazakh Khanate in
the last quarter of the 15" century — the
beginning of the 16™ century. The city was
one of the important centers in the middle

13" and 17" centuries, famous scientists
and figures were buried in the burial
places near the city (Kozha, Nurzhanov,
Krupko, 2021, p. 900-901). In the 14"-
17" centuries, many khans and sultans
were buried in the city of Syganak and
the city was recognized as “the city of
mausoleums”. There are reports that the
descendants of Orys Khan fought with
the Shaybanite clan for the cemetery of
their ancestors buried in the city until the
late 15" century and took the city under
their authority (Nagamine, 2020, p.
533-551). According to many khans and
sultans, buried near the city in the 14%-
17" centuries, we can say that the city
was one of the sacral and spiritual centers
in the middle reaches of Syrdarya. This
1s confirmed by archaeological research.
This is due to the fact that during the

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archaeological excavations carried out
in the city, 8 places of the mausoleum
have been identified and studied in the
cemetery near the city.

Mausoleum — a historical monument
with a dome, built over a grave or cem-
etery. Turkic peoples built mausoleums
over the graves of their relatives for cen-
turies. The mausoleums are considered
the afterlife home of the deceased. Ac-
cording to the constructions of the mau-
soleum, it is possible to determine the
social level of people, buried in the mau-
soleum or to which class they belong.
After all, it is known that large mauso-
leums, consisting of several rooms, with
internal and external walls, lined with
decorative ceramic cladding were built
for famous people.

If we refer to the etymology of the
words of the mausoleum, it is known that
medieval Kipchaks called it “Kezene”,
the Karachais called it “Keshene”, the
Kyrgyz people called it “Kasana”, the
Ingush and Chechens called it “Kashi”,
equating the word to the word «mauso-
leum» that means «mound» or «burial
ground» (Radlov, 1899, p. 1174). Bar-
thold V.V. analyzed the word «Kasanay,
t.e. «mausoleum» and noted that this
word means «home of the deceased»
and this word is still used among the
Kazakhs. The confirmation of this fact
1s «Blue mausoleum», located 4-5 km
from Tomen Arak station near the city of
Syganak. That is, it says that the word
«gravey 1is still in use among the Ka-
zakhs. At the same time, the conclusion
is made that the word «Kezene» in the
Kypchak language may have undergone
a change and become used as «Kesene»
in the Kazakh language (Barthold, 1947,
p. 519). On the basis of the researches
of the aforementioned scientists it has
been established that the word «kesene
(mausoleum)» became used in 131" —14h
centuries and is used without changes
until now.

A number of scientists conducted re-
search on the mausoleums in the Kazakh
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steppe, including the Syrdarya valley.
The research of scientists focused more
on the architecture of the mausoleums,
the period of their construction and the
legends about them. Little attention was
paid to the history and stages of devel-
opment of mausoleums. For these rea-
sons, in this article, studying the history
of the mausoleum, which is an important
part of architectural monuments, it was
determined that the roots of this type of
monuments can be traced to the Early
Iron Age in Central Asia. In addition,
the uniqueness, technology of construc-
tion and the period of mausoleums Ne6
and Ne7, discovered in the medieval city
of Syganak in 2022, have been studied
and their similarities and differences was
identified by comparing with the same
type of mausoleums in neighbouring re-
gions.

History of mausoleum creation

In the burial tradition of nomadic and
sedentary peoples living in Central Asia
in antiquity, the tradition of building
mound putting heaps of land or stones
over the grave of the deceased, changed
in the 10"-11" centuries and monumen-
tal architectural monuments were called
“mausoleum” (Glaudinov, 2012, p. 41).
If we look at the history of architectural
monuments in the regions of the spread
of the Islam religion, we see that mau-
soleums were rare in periods before the
10" century and after the 10™century, this
type of monuments began to appear in
large numbers in the areas of Khorasan
and Turkestan. In general, the Islam-
ic religion did not approve the erection
of large architectural monuments over
the grave (Ragheb, 1996, p. 17-23; Ko-
shenova, 2016, p. 184). However, from
the 9™ century the peoples of Central
Asia erected this type of monument.
Pugachenkova G.A. also mentions in her
research that in the early days of Islam
it was strictly forbidden to erect dome-
shaped or mound-type constructions
over the grave of the deceased (Glaudi-
nov, 2012, p. 41). Over time, this pro-

hibition was eliminated for the sake of
caliphate status and it is known that in
the 9™ century mausoleums were built
over the graves of Khalifa al-Muntasir
and Kubba al-Sulabii (Baypakov, 2012,
p. 57; Coruhlu, 2000, p. 15).

In the early 10" century, the mausole-
ums were massively built in the districts
of Turkestan and Khorasan. Evidence of
this are the mausoleum of Ismail Samani,
built in Bukhara in 907 (Arik, 1967, p.
57-100; Cezar, 1977, p. 114-115), mau-
soleum of Al-Hakim al-Tirmizi, built in
the late 10™ century, an Arab Ata tomb,
built in Tim near Samarkand in 977-978
(Aslanapa, 1972, p. 24), mausoleum of
Gombede-Kavus in Golestan, built in
1007 (Kuban, 2009, p. 170-171), mau-
soleum of Nasr ibn Ali, built in Ozgent
in 1012, mausoleum of Aslan Gazip,
built in the city of Sang of Iran in 170—
171 and etc. (Tahaoglu, 1988, p. 13-16).
These mausoleums are square-shaped
with domes on top. Arik M.O., who has
been studying mausoleums for many
years, noted that the constructions, built
on graves of this type existed in the ter-
ritory of Mesopotamia and Central Asia
in the pre-Islamic period (Arik, 1967, p.
57-100).

The mausoleums of the Saka tribes,
belonging to the 4%-2" centuries BC,
which were widespread in the southeast

of the Aral Sea, confirm the above con-
clusion of Arik M.O. These mausoleums,
belonging to the Shirik-Rabat culture, are
round or quadrangular and crowned with
domes (Fig. 1) (Tolstov, 1962, p. 145—
180; Vainberg, Levina, 1993, p. 37-56;
Kurmankulov, 2011, p. 360-361). The
doors are stretched to south or southeast.
In the construction of most of the mau-
soleums were used blocks of pacha and
rectangular raw bricks (sizes 40x30x10
— 50x40x12 cm) (Utubayev et al., 2022,
p. 33-34). In these mausoleums one or
more people are buried according to var-
ious traditions. The cremation was made
in the mausoleum itself and there was a
tradition of burying bodies in wooden
coffins and special stretchers (Baypak-
ov, Taymagambetov, 2009, p. 227-247).
These mausoleums were built as the af-
terlife home of the deceased. At the same
time, it can be said that the ancient no-
madic peoples built such monuments in
order to forever remember their dead an-
cestors, visit their ancestors’ graves and
pray for their spirits.

The mausoleums (crypt, naus) dat-
ing back to the 48" centuries, found in
large numbers in the middle and lower
reaches of the Syrdarya, are the continu-
ation of the mausoleum belonging to the
mentioned Saka mausoleum. Comparing
the mausoleums belonging to the Saka

mausoleum with the naus of the Kang-
ju and Turkic periods, the naus, built
on the ground, are completely covered
with soil. And mausoleums belonging
to the Saka tribes were left open for the
purpose of burying their relatives. Both
the mausoleums mentioned in the early
period and the tombs of the later period
were erected as the afterlife home of the
deceased. The naus, built of raw brick or
bakhsa (pahsa), are round or quadran-
gular with dromos or door, directing to
the south, south-east or south-west and
burials with one or two chambers in the
center (Fig. 2). The upper part of the
crypt is crowned with a dome and lined
with masonry (Baypakov, Taymagambe-
tov, 2009, p. 227-247). After burying the
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deceased, the cryptwasentirely covered
bysoil.

Pugachenkova G. A. who studied
architectural monuments, including ar-
chitecture of mausoleums, concludes
that burials with naus underground
can be the first samples of mausole-
ums (Pugachenkova, 1983, p. 23-24).
Smagulov E.A., who has been studying
the naus in the middle reaches of Syrdar-
ya for many years, agreeswith the opin-
ion of Pugachenkova G.A. (Smagulov,
2011, p. 123). It can be understood that it
comes from the mausoleums of the Saka
tribes belonging to the 4™-2" centuries
and mausoleums appeared in the 9—10®
centuries AD on the basis of the mauso-
leum constructions, which were built in

a large number in the 4™ —8" centuries.
Thanks to the acceptance of Islam by the
Turkic peoples, the mausoleums were
built with rooms where the pilgrims read
the Koran and prayed. During the adop-
tion of Islam as the state religion under
the Karakhan state, the mausoleums ac-
quired special significance and began to
be built in large numbers (Glaudinov,
2012, p. 45). Thus, the tradition of erect-
ing one or two-room square mausoleums
crowned with a dome on the graves of
famous personalities, state and religious
figures, has become a tradition and con-
tinues to this day.

Gabriel A., Stshigowski Zh., Diez E.,
Kiinel E., Otto-Dorn C., Erdman C. and
etc. conducted research on the history of

mausoleum creation. In their research,
the scientists connect the roots of the
mausoleums with the material culture
of the Turkic peoples inhabited Central
Asia (Onkal, 2009, p. 126). From the
research of these scientists it can be un-
derstood that the mausoleums the Turkic
peoples had a monumental character. In
addition, Wilhelm de Rubruk, who de-
scribed the funerary tradition of the Kip-
chaks in the 12" and 13™ centuries, not-
ed “Kipchaks build large constructions
over the graves of their relatives. There
are square brick or stone towers with a
domed roof in their burials» (Wilhelm
de Rubruk, 1911, p. 79; Risch, 1934, p.
73; Ogel, 1984, p. 296). According to
the data of Wilhelm de Rubruk the tow-

er-like buildings made of brick or stone
were mausoleums.

In the 13" and 14" centuries, new
developed models of architecture be-
gan to appear. In particular, the portal
and domes of the mausoleums were
improved and the external and internal
walls of most mausoleums began to be
covered with glazed and unglazed ce-
ramic claddings. As an example of the
beautiful architectural work of this peri-
od can be mentioned mausoleums in the
ancient cemetery of the medieval city
of Syganak. In 2022, the graves in the
ancient cemetery near the medieval city
of Syganak were investigated and two
mausoleums identified. The identified
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mausoleums were conventionally de-
fined as mausoleums Ne6 and Ne7.

Mausoleum Ne6 in the medieval
city of Syganak

The mausoleum is preserved as a
small hill at a distance of 230 m in the
south-west of the medieval city of Sy-
ganak. The above-mentioned hill is a
smooth round-shaped, its dimensions
are 20x10 m and the height is 1 m. As
a result of archaeological excavations,
the mausoleum measuring 16,5x8,6 m
was discovered. The mausoleum has a
portal and two rooms (Fig. 3). The portal
entrance to the mausoleum is directed to
northwest. The mausoleum is very poor-
ly preserved. According to the villagers,
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under Soviet rule, the ceramic claddings
of historical monuments near the city of
Syganak were destroyed and used in the
buildings of neighboring state farms. For
this reason, the south-castern part of the
mausoleum was completely destroyed.
However, the design of the mausoleum
was determined on the basis of ceram-
ics claddings in the last row, preserved
in the original form.

During the archaeological research,
it was established that the width of the
mausoleum entrance portal is 3 m, the
thickness of the walls on the right and
left side of the portal is 2 mand the re-
maining height 1s 0,5x0,5 m. 05 m. The
mausoleum entrance room is 5,3x4,1 m;
the floor is covered with light orange
clay of 20 cm thick. The width of right
and left stone walls is 1,35 m. 1,3 m wide
brick wall separates the first and second
rooms of the mausoleum. The entrance
door to the second room is located in
the middle of the above-mentioned wall,
its width is 1 m, the remaining height is
0.4 m. The size of the second room is
4,3x2,65 m, 1,7 m thick clay wall. Un-
fortunately, as we mentioned above, the
plaster wall in this part was completely
destroyed. However, we have deter-
mined the dimensions and architectural
structure of this part due to well-pre-
served ceramic claddings. The human
bones were found in the north-western
corner of the second room of the mau-
soleum. In addition, it was established
that the floor of the above-mentioned
room was completely covered with clay
and its surface and walls were plastered
with gypsum.

As a result of our analysis, based on
the architectural design of the mauso-
leum, floor level of the first and second
rooms, we suppose that the second room
may have served as a funeral hall. This
is due to the fact that a human body was
laid on the floor of the room, which was
completely covered with ceramic clad-
dings and plastered with gypsum of 2-3
cm thick and the walls on all four sides

were plastered. Unfortunately, during
the demolition of ceramic claddings on
the walls of the mausoleum, the crypt
part of the mausoleum was completely
destroyed. However, there are the pre-
served remains of ceramic cladding and
traces of the wall of 1,7 m thick burial
(crypt) room in the southwestern cor-
ner of the mausoleum. That is, in a large
room of the mausoleum, the door of
which opens to the north-west, the pil-
grims read the Koran and pray and a man
is buried in the second smaller room. As
we mentioned above, thanks to the adop-
tion of Islam by the Turkic peoples of
Central Asia, a large number of mauso-
leums with rooms where pilgrims read
the Koran and prayed, were built.

As for the structure of the mausole-
um, the construction of the mausoleum
was built on a platform with a flat clay
surface. In the construction of the mau-
soleum ceramics made of high-quality
light orange clay measuring 25x25x5 —
26x26x5 cm were used. The outer and
inner edges of the wall of the mausoleum
were covered with whole or half ceramic
claddings and the center was filled with
broken ceramics mixed with clay. At the
beginning of the excavation work it was
established that the adobe bricks was
used in the mausoleum. We consider that
the mausoleum had two domes. That is,
if the entrance part of the front portal is
crowned with a large dome, the top of
the second room can be crowned with
a small dome because the walls of the
mausoleum are made of ceramics.

Portal, two-room mausoleums of this
type are found in the medieval Aral-Asar
(Mausoleum of Kerderi 1) (Fig. 4, 1)
(Baypakov, 2012, p. 65-68; Kurmanku-
lov, 2011, p. 85-86), Kyshkala (Fig. 4,
3) (Eleuov et al. 2021, p. 26-31; Eleuov
et al. 2021, p. 122), Auliekol (Fig. 4, 2)
(Petrov, Smagulov, 2018, p. 167-184)
during the archaeological excavations,
conducted in Turkestan cities. It turned
out that people were buried in the second
rooms of these mausoleums.

If we compare the mausoleum 6 in
the medieval city of Syganak with the
above-mentioned mausoleums, the mau-
soleum has a close resemblance to the
mausoleum Nel identified at the city of
Kyshkala. The portal doors of both mau-
soleums are directed to northwest. The
mausoleums have spacious halls for pil-
grims and a large tomb. The mentioned
mausoleums differ from each other in
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that the bottom part of crypt of mauso-
leum Ne6 in the city of Syganak is com-
pletely plastered with clay and its surface
is covered with gypsum to form a mau-
soleum (crypt) and in the mausoleum
Nel in the city of Kyshkala, the grave pit
was dug in the ground. The ends of the
grave were covered with clay. As for the
mausoleum of Kerderi II and the mau-
soleum of Auliekol, the portals of these

mausoleums are oriented to the south-
west; the burial rooms are short and nar-
row. People were buried in special pits,
dug on the floor of large rooms of both
mausoleums for pilgrims.

When clearing empty soil on the
floor of the mausoleum Ne6 in the me-
dieval city of Syganak, several ceramic
claddings of different sizes and 6 pieces
of coins were discovered. Two of these
coins were made of silver, the other four
were made of copper and the inscriptions
are preserved on the obverse and the re-
verse. As for the ceramic claddings, all
of them were made of high-quality light
orange clay. Well mixed clay was mixed
with fireclay (crushed clay), sometimes
with a concrete mixture consisting of a
mixture of crushed stone. By bentonite
we mean yellowish grey clay, which
locals call «a holiday lump». The sur-
face of ceramic claddings with braided
chain and geometric patterns, casted in
a special mould, was cut using engrav-
ing method and the extra part was cut
with a sharp tool. Ceramic claddings
were burnt in the furnace at tempera-
tures up to 900°. In the mentioned mau-
soleum, ceramic claddings, similar to
window sills, were also found. This type
of cladding was produced by moulding
in the form.

According to the results of examina-
tion C14, carried out to determine the
absolute chronology of the mausoleum,
it was established that the mausoleum
was built 588 + 25 years ago, that is, in
the first half of the 15" c. (Table 1). The
conclusions of the C14 examination are
confirmed by the objects, found in the
mausoleum. According to the results of
examination C14, it was established that
the portal, two-room mausoleums be-
long to the 15" century.

Mausoleum Ne7 in the medieval
city of Syganak

The mausoleum is preserved as a
small hill at a distance of 1400 m south-
east of the medieval city of Syganak. The
hill is a smooth round-shaped. Its size is
26 m, height is 1,5 m. During the exca-
vation works, a rectangular mausoleum
with dimensions of 12,2x10,1 m was
discovered. The portal of the mausoleum
is directed to the south-west. It is placed
the front side of the portal is covered
with burnt clay. Three burials have been
identified in the north-eastern part of the
mausoleum (Fig. 5). In our opinion, the
outer part of the mausoleum was covered
with a dyed ceramic cladding because
during the excavation in the outer part
of the mausoleum was found many dyed
ceramic claddings.
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The length of the mausoleum is 22,2
m, width 16,7 m, height 0,3-0,4 m. It
was built on the platform. The edge of
the platform was made in four rows of
burnt clay and the center is filled with
a mixture of black adobe and clay. The
north-western part of the western wall of
the platform is damaged at a distance of
3 m. Apparently, the villagers destroyed
it by heavy machinery. This particular
platform area was filled with black clay,
the surface was leveled and a mausole-
um was built in the middle. The length
of the open mausoleum is 12,2 m, the
width is 10,1 m, the height of the walls is
0,1-0,6 m. The portal of the mausoleum
is directed to the south-west. The site in
front of the portal is covered with a burnt
clay, its length is 10,1 m, width is 3,15
m. The identified portal has a length of
2,3 m and width of 1,6 m. The thickness
of the common portal, that is the south-
west wall — 3,7 m. On the doorway, the
ceramics were cut vertically and in the
rest of the inner part of the ceramic clad-
dings were laid flat. The width of the
mausoleum door is 1,45 m. The thick-
ness of the western, northern and east-
ern walls of the mausoleum is 1,55 m.
The size of burnt ceramics placed on
the walls of the identified mausoleum is
24x24x5, 25x25x5 cm. Also on the base
and edges of the wall the whole ceramic
claddings were cut and put broken clad-
dings were put in the middle. The reed
was laid under the wall, because the rot-
ten reed is well preserved. The ceramic
claddings have been removed from some
parts of the wall till the rotten reed. In
addition, the inner size of the open mau-
soleum is 7x7 m., the floor is covered
with burnt ceramic. Mainly this floor-
ing was preserved only in the southern
part of the mausoleum and the ceramics
of the northern part was completely de-
stroyed and removed. Three burials were
identified at the depth of 0,3 m above the
floor level in the north-eastern part of the
mausoleum. The burial sites were des-
ignated as burial sites Nel, Ne2 and Ne3
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from south to north. All burial sites are
located in the north-west-south-east di-
rection. Length of grave pits is 2,65-2 m,
width is 10,4 m, depth is 0,5 m. On the
bottom of the tombstones are set burnt
ceramic cladding measuring 24x24x5
cm, four sides are lined with burnt ce-
ramic claddings with a height of 0,5 m,
the surface is covered with a vertically
laid ceramic claddings. So the surface of
the grave pit is laid like arch. The iden-
tified skeletons were anatomically laid,
the head was directed to northwest, the
face was directed to southwest, two arms
and two legs were vertically laid togeth-
er.

The anthropological examination es-
tablished that the bone found at the bur-
ial site 1 belonged to a man who died
around age of 44-47 years. The bone
found at the burial site No2 was found
to belong to a woman who died between
the ages of 34 and 36. The bone found at
burial site 3, belongs to a man who died
around at the age of 27-30 years. During
the clearing of loose soil, an iron knife,
iron stone, bone ornament, T-shaped
bronze, iron nails, bronze mirror and
bone comb were found on the graves.
In the course of cleaning the mausole-
um from ceramics fragments were found
painted and unpainted ceramic claddings
of various patterns. 22 types of ceramic
claddings have been identified. In addi-
tion, blue-coloured ceramic claddings
were found interwoven into a dome of
various sizes. It was found the fragments
of the dome, placed in the middle of the
mausoleum.

Among such portal, quadrangular,
one-room mausoleums can be men-
tioned the mausoleum of Syrlytam (Fig.
6: 1), mausoleum Asanas (Fig. 6: 2),
mausoleum Syrlytam in the south-east of
the Aral Sea (Fig. 6: 3), mausoleum Bol-
gan Ana (Fig. 6: 4) and etc. These mau-
soleums were attributed by researchers
to the 13"—15% centuries (Tolstov, 1962,
p. 278-294; Koshenova, 2016, p. 273—
508). According to the results of exam-

ination C14, designed to determine the
absolute chronology of the mausoleum
Ne6, it was established that the mausole-
um was erected 786+ 24 years ago, that
is, in the first half of the 13™ century (Ta-
ble 1). Based on the results of the exam-
ination of C14, it can be concluded that
in the first half of the 13% century, the
inhabitants of this city have not yet ful-
ly accepted Islam or yet have preserved
local traditions, even converted to Islam.

Conclusion

Summing up, the city of Syganak,
recognized as one of the largest me-
dieval centers in the middle reaches of
Syrdarya, was one of the sacred and
spiritual centers of the region in the 18"
and 15%centuries. This is because there
are many mausoleums near the city,
which are considered an important part
of architectural monuments, built on
the graves of khans and sultans, famous
scholars and personalities. These mauso-
leums are lined and decorated with fin-
ishing ceramic claddings that inferior to
each other. In medieval sources the city
was also known as “the city of mauso-
leums”. The mentioned above scientific
conclusion is supported by both written
and archaeological data. In the course
of archaeological excavations on the
ancient necropolis Ne§ the mausoleums
were identified and examined in the sub-
urbs of city. The genetic study is current-
ly under way to collect new data on the
ethnic composition of those buried in the
mausoleums using natural history meth-
ods.

As for the history of the origin of the
mausoleums, it becomes clear that the

mausoleums have their roots in the Early
Iron Age. On the basis of the mausole-
ums belonging to the Saka tribes of the
4th_2nd centuries BC in the southeast of
the Aral Sea, the naus belonging to the
418t centuries in the middle and lower
reaches of Syrdarya, it can be said that
the mausoleums appeared in the 9"—10™
centuries. Thanks to the acceptance of Is-
lam by the Turkic peoples in the state of
Karakhan, the mausoleums with rooms
are being built for reading the Koran and
prayer for pilgrims. Thus, the tradition of
erection over the graves of famous per-
sonalities, state and religious figures of
one or two-room mausoleum of a square
or round shape, crowned with a dome,
becomes a tradition and continues to this
day. This opinion is supported by studies
of Smagulov E. A. and Pugachenkova
G.A.

Based on the results of the C14 anal-
ysis obtained from the mausoleums, dis-
covered in the medieval city of Syganak
in 2022, it was determined that mauso-
leum No.6 was built 588+25 years ago,
that is, in the first half of the 15" century
and mausoleum No.7 was built 786+24
years ago, that is, in the first half of the
13 century. This opinion is strengthened
by the architectural structure of the mau-
soleums, the burial tradition, decorative
ceramic claddings and artefacts, found in
the mausoleums. In addition, as a result
of our research work, it was determined
that portal, two-room and quadrangular,
portal, one-room mausoleums with a
dome are found in large numbers in the
middle and lower reaches of Syrdarya.

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STONE PRINT FROM THE KARAKENGIR RIVER?

The meaning of the article is determined by the necessity to introduce into scientific
discourse a rare monument of sigillography — a stone carved print. The print was found on the
right bank of the Karakengir River, 15 km northeast of the city of Satpayev, Ulytau Region,
Republic of Kazakhstan. Currently it is stored in the Karaganda Regional Museum of History
and Local Lore. Rectangular symbols which remind of Phag-pa or Mongolian square writing
are carved on the front side of this matrix. Consultations were held with orientalists and
linguists from Russia and abroad for attribution, linguistic, textual analysis. As a result of
these consultations, it turned out that this is not a Mongolian square letter and the inscription
on the print is not readable. Probably, the print cutter did not know the Mongolian square
writing and reproduced the text on the front panel from memory, making misrepresentation.
It is assumed that this print could belong to one of the Kalmyk or Dzhungar high-ranking
persons of the 17"—18" centuries. It could have been lost during the Last Great Nomadic
Migration — the exodus of the Kalmyks from the Russian Empire to their historical homeland
in Dzungaria in 1771. The author expresses hope for the prospect of publication which will
make the print item available for further research of the mysterious inscription.

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HORN FERRULES FROM EXCAVATION
AT NOVGOROD THE GREAT AND SMOLENSK

The article deals with tree horn ferrules with dragon images 12" — 13" centuries from
Novgorod the Great and Smolensk. Armors and belts with dragon images became a part of
the power institute of the Mongol Empire. The Old Russian works of art created under the
influence of the Golden Horde are considered frequently as an imitation of more elaborated
and process complicated prototypes. A careful study of the iconographic and stylistic features
of the three ferrules from Novgorod and Smolensk suggests that the Novgorod find has a
direct connection with the Golden Horde tradition, dating back to the art of the Yuan dynasty.
The Smolensk finds are an attempt to follow a well-known pattern within the framework of
the development of ancient Russian art during the Mongol conquest.

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FORTIFICATION OF THE MOSCOW STATE IN THE 16™ CENTURY AND
THE WATTLE STRUCTURES IN CENTRAL EUROPE

A. N. Medved

The article deals with the use of wattle and daub structures in the Moscow state
fortification of the 16™ century. Presumably in the 16™ century there were three possible
sources of distribution of such designs in Europe — the Italian states, the Kingdom of
Hungary, the Ottoman Empire. On the basis of the analysis of Hungarian archaeological
research, Hungarian pictorial sources from the 2™ half of the 16" century and the beginning
of the 17" century, we can conclude that wattle and daub structures were particularly popular
in the Hungarian Kingdom. The Hungarian archaeological research results and Hungarian
pictorial sources from the second half of the 16" and early 17" centuries show that wattle
and daub structures were particularly popular in the Hungarian Kingdom. It is hypothesised
that Italian technological methods, reflected in treatises on fortification, were transformed in
Hungary and that a separate Hungarian technological tradition (Modus Hungaricus) of using
wattle and daub in fortification was formed. We can assume a possible influence of Modus
Hungaricus technology (and through it Italian technologies of erecting earthen fortresses) on
the fortification of the Moscow state in the construction of fortresses in Moscow, Smolensk
and some other cities.

The author discusses the structure which is stone mound. Inside it the remains of a
campfire were found containing a complex of finds. The object was found on the hillfort near
the village of Gora Uslan, located on the left bank of the Upa River, within the boundaries
of the city of Tula. Due to the absence of human remains, this complex does not belong to
burial sites, but is associated with memorial rites. On the basis of analogies, the complex of
finds can be dated to the second half of the 7"—8™ century. The buckle from the campfire has
analogies in the mordovian burial grounds. The find of a miniature handmade jug is connected
with the steppe antiquities. The handmade vessel found at the foothill of the mound is close to
“Sakhnovka” type materials. Similar objects on the territory of the Oka-Don watershed and
adjacent regions are not known. Structurally and functionally the most similar constructions
are known in nomadic antiquities of the Samara Volga region of the 7"-8" centuries. The
cultural syncretism of the published complex demonstrates of complicated the ethno-cultural
situation in the region during the second half of the 7" —8™ centuries.

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RESEARCH ON THE EXCAVATION CXXIV IN THE SOUTH-EASTERN
PART OF THE BOLGAR FORTIFIED SETTLEMENT

The article presents the results of studies carried out in the south-eastern part of the Bolgar
fortified settlement in 2013. The Golden Horde objects belonging to different periods have
been identified here. Since early coins make up more than 10% of the numismatic collection,
this suggests that the site began to be developed already in the 2" half of the 13™ century.
The pits in the southwest corner of the excavation can be attributed to this time. Unique are
the finds of two dinars of the 12" century and the middle of the 13" century, belonging to the
initial stage of the development of the area. A wooden house (structure No. 2) with a kang was
built on the site within the period from the 2" half of the 13" century to the 1230ies. Probably,
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the construction of three pits with large poles is related to the time of the wooden house, as
well as, perhaps, a stockade. The building was destroyed by a fire. The next construction
period is associated with a stone building (structure No. 1), soon erected on the place of the
burned house. According to the coins found here, the stone building with a kang was built
here no earlier than in the 1340s and functioned until the 1360s. The horizon of the building
of a stone house is marked by layers of construction debris that filled the most of the pits on
the excavation. The stone masonry of the building was almost completely taken and used
as building materials, most likely already at the beginning of the 20" century, but the well-
preserved contours of the foundation trenches, densely filled with lime and stone fragments,
allow us to restore the layout of the building. The portal of the building, located on the north
side, was decorated with two pylons, that were the base of the arched entrance, and a square
construction, probably a turret, sided with the western one. The uniqueness of the building
consists in an amazing combination of features of private residential and public architecture.
After the 1360s, the site became desolate, and this wasteland was used as a cemetery: near the
remains of a stone building the burials with fragments of its architectural details in the filling
were found. The studied estate was related geographically with the quarter of the "Mongolian
administration" at the Small Minaret, where dwellings with kangs were concentrated.

The article describes the events of 1906 related to the publishing of the results of several
accidental discoveries from the Golden Horde age in the Stavropol Governorate area by
A.A. Spitsyn. In 1887 and 1890, the Imperial Archaeological Commission received several
accidental findings from the nearby area of Roguly, Kievsky, Zdvizhensky, Beshpagir villages
and the tract of Gashun Usta. A.A. Spitsyn published the most important ones in 1906. The
article presents the materials from the archives of the Institute for Material Culture History
first published by the researcher. The bronze mirrors from the nearby areas of the Roguly and
Beshpagir villages are made public for the first time. Materials from the archive allowed to
determine the contents of the findings from the “Koltsov” mound and the mound of the Yun-
baba mountain. The authors attempt to localize most of the listed findings. The published
materials also add to the already existing knowledge of the culture of the inhabitants of
Stavropol Plateau in the age of the Golden Horde reign.

Significant changes took place after its incorporation into the Russian state in the
culture of life support of the aboriginal population of Western Siberia in the 16™ century.
The achievements of Russian civilization have been perceived and adapted to their needs:
more advanced economic subject complexes; new technologies and branches of the economy
that have allowed improving the quality of life and creating a more comfortable living
environment. These processes have been studied within specific territories and individual
monuments (both settlement and burial) but have never been analyzed as a whole for the
entire region. An attempt to consider the results of the impact of Russian civilization on the
cultures of indigenous peoples is presented in the article. The main source was archaeological
materials reflecting various spheres of life of the population, costume and household
complexes, spiritual culture. Conclusions are drawn that, despite the positive impact of
the acquired innovations, the aboriginal population has preserved the traditional household
culture, although to varying degrees.
